On Sunday, we announced a church-wide family Christmas project called “Family to
Family, Village to Village”. Zimbabwe is a country in crisis because inflation is out of
control, unemployment is at 9o percent, malnutrition, death from starvation, political turmoil,
and HIV/AIDS rampant leaving millions of children as orphans. We can make a difference!
For just $75 we can feed a family of six in Zimbabwe for a whole month. Since sending a
package with a few toys, etc. can cost over $100; it seems wiser this year to raise funds through
donations and creative projects rather than send packages. We hope you would partner with
the BIC World Hunger Fund. Special offerings will be taking on Thanksgiving & Christmas
Sundays and Christmas Eve.

This past Friday evening we had about 60 people turnout for the family movie night. There
were several community families in addition to a wonderful response from the church.
We hope you would be able to come to at least one of three remaining features.
